
PROJECT TWO - STRUCTURAL REPAIRS TO THE BUILDING – STATUS – COMPLETE


Original Executive Summary

The building survey has confirmed that - for its age and construction type - Norton and Cuckney Village Hall is sound and can be used for many years to come.  

However, due to the poor state of the gutters and the disintegration of sealants used on the roof of the lean-tos and the concrete roof of the boiler house, some water ingress and subsequent damage to the timbers has occurred.   

This project aims to ensure the structural stability of the hall and to prevent any further ingress of water.

Investigations into one area high-lighted by the surveyor (the area of wall abutting the concrete roof of the boiler house has shown that water has been dripping into this area for many years.  The timber load-bearing frames are intact but the wooden frame in between with its associated insulation have rotted away.  This damage has been inspected by the building inspector and the Trustees will take on board his recommendations for mitigation.


Aims of the Project

The Trustees sought quotes to;

1. Repair and seal a 10.5 m section of a sheet metal lean-to roof with EPDM rubber bonding material.

2. Remove the old central heating system, pipework, old boiler and oil tank.

3. Ensure the conversion of a concrete slab at roof in to a pitch roof approximately 4 square meters timber frame work with structural decking boards finished with an EPDM firestone rubber roof covering

4. Repair the timber frame wall on the inside of the hall cleaning the old timber by application of an anti-rot treatment adding additional timber frame work with non-combustible cavity insulation and with the aim of matching the current wall boards/wall covering

5. Remove the damp mouldy internal ceiling in the lean-to storeroom off the main hall by installation of a vapour barrier then installation of a replacement ceiling with equivalent.


Project Funding

The first two aims were considered urgent and will be paid for out of unrestricted funds received from the Villages of Welbeck Association.

In relation to item 1 – expedited as a separate task (repair and seal of the sheet metal roof)

In relation to item 2 - expedited as a separate task (removal of the old central heating system)
G&E Johnson Plumbing and heating services £360

Quotes were received in relation to items 3,4 and 5 and the preferred quote was from TAW joinery

Evaluation

The majority of the work (2/3/4) was carried out by TAW joinery to a high standard with now additional costs as per the estimate.

The area above the kitchen lean-to was repaired and sealed with a 10.5 m section of a sheet metal lean-to roof with EPDM rubber bonding material.  This area is now water-tight.   

The internal area of the lean-to was gutted, old timbers removed where necessary and the old, mouldy insulation removed.   New timbers were installed to replace rotted ones, treated with anti-rot chemicals, new insulation installed and new fascia boards put in place.

The old pipework relating to the oil boiler, extending throughout the building has been removed.  The central heating system, pipework, old boiler and oil tank have similarly been removed and deposed of by the contractor in line with regulations.

The concrete slab roof above the boiler house has been converted to to a pitch roof approximately 4 square meters timber frame work with structural decking boards finished with an EPDM firestone rubber roof covering.  This ensures that water now runs away from the building, rather than down into the wall.

The the timber frame wall on the inside of the hall which had rotted as a result of water running off the concrete slab roof (now concerted into a pitched roof as described above) has been gutted / old timbers removed where necessary and the old, mouldy insulation removed.   New timbers were installed to replace rotted ones, treated with anti-rot chemicals, new insulation installed and new fascia boards put in place with the aim of matching the current walls.  This has been repainted.

The area around the hall lean-to saw the removal of the damp mouldy internal ceiling, installation of a vapour barrier, installation of new insulation then installation of a replacement ceiling with equivalent.
